Note.—(1) Only those Assisiani Engineers (Civil or Electrical/Mechanical) will be eligible for promotion of
Executive Engineer (Civil or Electrical/Machanical) whoare degree (Civil or Elecirical/Mechanical) holder
or who have atleast a three years diploma in Civil/Mechanical/Electrical Engincering or a three years
diploma in Draftsmanship from a Institute recogiised by the State Government

(2) Only a degree holder in Civil or Electrical/Mechanical Engineering will be eligible for promation to the post of
Superintending Enginecrs and posts above this cadre. Exception will be only the post of Drilling Expert
where an Executive Engineer (Mechanical) with three years diploma in Mechanical/Electrical Engineers
from an Institute recognised by the State Government would be eligible for promoiion. If an Executive
Engincer with 3 years diploma is promoted to the post of Drilling Eapert, he shall not be eligible for

promotion (o higher posts.

(3) These amendments shall be deemed to have come inio force with effect from 15th October, 1987,
